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Entertainment, celebration and education on offer 

We provide a colorful, exciting spectacle
 for the community of much longer duration and much lower cost than a traditional parade or a fireworks show. Also, we provide much more than just aspects of both parade and fireworks by including the parades of accurately recreated Revolutionary War units with their music, camp displays, historical demonstration and activities and spectacular battle reenactments. Our events have drawn well above 10,000 visitors. Occasionally as at Quebec City we drew above 100,000 spectators.

Who we are and why we do what we do.

The British Brigade, Inc. is a not-for-profit educational association chartered over 
20 years ago by the New York State Board of Regents. We have over 1,500 members nation-wide who authentically recreate 66 different Crown military organizations. We work with the Continental Line and qualified communities to put on large-scale Revolutionary War reenactments honoring the memories of those who served their country fighting and dying for their beliefs and loyalties. We strive to present a professional army that illustrates the imposing obstacle that the people of the colonies had to overcome to become the United States of America. 

In short we provide a living museum of what life was like at the time. 

The accuracy of our presentation is of the highest order. Every detail of uniforms, civilian clothing, tents, weapons, food and even the recreational activities have been painstakingly researched and presented. 
There are many more aspects we offer besides the parades and battles such as sewing, equipment maintenance, games, church service, drilling, practicing of maneuvers, competitions, cooking, laundry, recruiting, clothing fashion shows, weapon displays, engineering, sailing, children’s activities, music, dance, demonstrations of period trades and more. We have also offered structured programs coordinating with local schools during and before events. 

We illustrate the life style of the people living during that time by displaying what they carried with them and how they used it. The different social classes are presented in dress, mannerisms and belongings. Our medical department offers a full display of equipment, their applications and treatments of the period. The Camp is a diagram of the military structure of the day with reenactors living on site describing the differences between tents, cooking and consuming food all in a period fashion. 

The real fireworks of the weekend are the battles

Skirmishers are sent out patrolling the battle site. Cavalry engage enemy cavalry and race across the field delivering messages. The army marches onto the field with the sounds of drums and fifes added to the blare of [image: ]the muskets and blasts of the Artillery. Natives and frontiersmen can be found skulking in the woods as the navy transports troops firing their guns at the shore. The action is fast, accurate to the time period, colorful, with the fireworks, sounds and action that thrills, educates and entertains the spectators young and old alike. 

Cost
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To create what we do (as if you were hiring the participants) it would cost for materials (costumes and artifacts) about $1,000,000. Labor would be $135,000 and transportation for participants $75,000. We provide all of this for you and on top of that throw in insurance valued at $35,000,000 to cover the public from reenactor actions. What all of this really cost is the price of Wood, straw, water and port-a-johns.

 Letter of Intent 

The British Brigade, Inc. is chartered by the New York State Board of Regents. The British Brigade, Inc. has provided battle reenactments, demonstrations and military camps for local communities, county, state and provincial governments and many historic sites for over 25 years. 
The primary staff responsible for the logistics, planning and executing our part in these events has over 100 years of combined experience in helping sites host excellent events. 

With our participation at an event we expect that: 

The site will provide: 

Adequate wood, straw and clean drinking water supplies with backup sources for resupply if required. 
Port-a-johns and sanitation for all re-enactors sufficient for around the clock usage taking into account the additional possible public usage. All to be in compliance with local laws related to public health and sanitation. 
First aid station and EMT on site during battle scenarios. 
A all times, EMT, security and fire department must be on call with a minimum 15 minute response time. 
Site staff on hand to handle crowd control and parking arrangements. 
Plans in place to evacuate participant vehicles (such as tow trucks) in the event of inclement weather (such as rain, mud or snow) which would prevent them from leaving the event site. 
A safe environment free from public intrusion at night and encroachment of the battle site during the battle with an emergency contact number for a responsible site staff member provided to British Brigade staff that can be used day or night. 
A copy of the site's insurance liability policy. 

The British Brigade will: 

Have the right to disallow the participation of any crown forces soldier or unit. 
Create the crown forces re-enactor command structure, camp display and participate in the creation of battle scenarios. 
Be responsible (while respecting the concerns and needs of the site) for the placement of the camp, wood, water, straw and port-a-johns for the British Brigade. 
Not be responsible for advertising, relocating logistical supplies, crowd control, financial contribution or parking management. 

Should the site not cooperate with this letter, the British Brigade reserves the right to end its participation at any point before or during the event. 
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
